GUIDELINES

The Galveston - Houston Families Exploring Down Syndrome (GHFEDS) believes innovative and creative special education programs help children with Down syndrome realize their full potential. To this end, GHFEDS has developed the GHFEDS Special Education Grant Program. 
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APPLICATION GUIDELINES
Please read carefully to fully understand guidelines and expectations.


• Award Range: Maximum of $1000 

• Number Funded: Depends on the quality of the proposals, level of benefit for the students and the availability of funds. 

• Application Deadlines: Monday, October 15th, 2019. 
• Notification of Recipients: Recipients will be notified by November 1, 2019. If granted, a summary report, with receipts of expenditures, is due by the end of the semester in which the grant is completed. 
• Date for Awarding Funds: Funds for approved applications for each Proposal Round are payable once the grant has been officially awarded. All funding will be distributed through the recipient’s school district or may be applied directly to a ‘Donor’s Choose’ project.
• Applicant Eligibility: Grants are limited to Special Education teachers (All grade levels, including PPCD) in the following school districts:

· Galveston ISD
· Texas City ISD

· La Marque ISD

· Hitchcock ISD

· Santa Fe ISD

· Alvin ISD

· Pearland ISD

· Clear Creek ISD

· Friendswood ISD

· Dickinson ISD

· La Porte ISD

· Deer Park ISD

· Pasadena ISD

In addition to the aforementioned school districts, GHFEDS members may request special educators in their child’s current school be considered for eligibility.

• Eligible Projects: Projects must be designed for the benefit of special education students. Proposals will be judged based on their potential contribution to the success of students. 
Items purchased with grant funds become the property of the District, not the individual. 
The proposal must describe some quantitative and/or qualitative method to evaluate the success of the project. Grants will not cover incentives or rewards, travel or total honorariums. Also, expenses for consumable or single events must be justifiable. Extra-curricular activities may be included but must be sponsored and have academic or vocational content. 
• Proposal Review: Proposals shall be competitively reviewed by the Programs Committee. Although GHFEDS may be agreeable to fund a proposal, the campus Principal or the district may reject the proposal. 
• Submission of Proposals: All proposal submissions must be received electronically by Monday, October 15th, 2019.  Applications must be submitted electronically to educationgrant@ghfeds.com
• Guidelines for Completing the Application: The project proposal is appropriate for submission if the following questions can be answered in the affirmative: 

· Does the project benefit individuals with special needs?
· Is the project important to learning? 
· Can the project be completed? 

· Does the project challenge students and stimulate thought? 

· Are the objectives measurable? 

· Is the project new? 

· Is the project not in district budget?
